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2010 World Bridge Series Championships @ Philadelphia 

The World Bridge Series Championships is the biggest competition staged by the World Bridge 
Federation. It is held quadrennially, in the even-numbered non-leap years.  

The 13th edition of the Championships (formerly known as 'World Bridge Championships') will be held 
in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, USA, 1-16 October 2010 and will have a new name: World Bridge 
Series Championships comprising of tournaments for pairs and teams in various categories (open, 
women, seniors, mixed) competing for many world titles. A new competition has been added to the 
programme: the World Mixed Swiss Teams.  

The host hotel for the tournament is the Philadelphia Marriott Downtown.  

The Philadelphia tournament is the first to be played on American soil since 1994, when the 
championships were in Albuquerque NM. 

The Championships are open to all bridge enthusiasts, with transnational entries permitted in all events, 
meaning players from any countries may play together. In addition, to attract players of varied skill 
levels, Regional Championships will be staged throughout the tournament, awarding both WBF and ACBL 
master points. Up to 100 nations are expected to participate in the world series, represented by 
thousands of the world’s best players competing for world titles in many categories. 

The 13th World Bridge Series Championships consist of various competitions for world titles, as 
follows: 

 World Mixed Pairs 
 World Open Knockout Teams (for the Rosenblum Cup) 
 World Women Knockout Teams (for the McConnell Cup) 
 World Senior Knockout Teams (for the Rand Cup) 
 GENERALI World Open Pairs 
 GENERALI World Women Pairs 
 World Senior Pairs (for the Hiron Trophy) 
 World Mixed Swiss Teams 

There are concurrent events for players and teams that fail to qualify for various stages of the primary 
events. 

At the same time as the 2010 World Bridge Series Championships, the 13th World Youth Team 
Championships will also take place in Philadelphia. Normally, this would comprise two series, Juniors 
(for players up to 26 years) and Youngsters (former Schools, for players up to 21 years), for teams 
representing the WBF zones, competing for the Ortiz-Patiño Trophy and Damiani Cup respectively.  

In addition, a new series will be introduced for Young Ladies (Girls - female players up to 26 years old), 
also for zonal teams); having the Rona Cup at stake. 

Non-qualifiers from the World Youth Team competitions will be able to take part in a World Youth 
Individual Contest, in which newcomers are also welcome.

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DOUBLES (PART – 5)  
Responsive Double 
The Responsive Double is some what similar to Negative Double. The purpose of both the doubles is to 
compete. Negative Double is used by partner of Opening bidder after opponents intervene where as 
Responsive Double is used by partner of Takeout doubler that is the intervening side. 

Actually responsive double is a take out double after your RHO raises his partner’s opening bid after your 
partner has intervened with a Takeout Double. The purpose of responsive double is to allow partnership to 
find the best contract when responder doesn’t have a reasonable biddable suit. 

Requirements of Responsive Double 
When your partner makes a Takeout Double and RHO raises, you may be interested in competing. If you 
have a suit to bid, you can bid it. Sometimes, you have a hand worth bidding but no clear cut choice. Here 
the responsive double comes into action. The responsive double is made on a hand of average strength of 
7+-11 HCP depending upon the level. The responsive double tells takeout doubler that the partnership has 
enough strength to play in a part score and asks the doubler to choose the best contract. 

 The responsive double applies only when RHO raises opener’s suit. If RHO bids a new suit, the double 
should generally be for penalty. 

 When the opening bid is in a major suit, the responsive double shows support for both minors. If the 
opening bid is in a minor, the responsive double shows support for both the majors. 

 The responsive double is a limited bid and doesn’t create a game forcing auction. Therefore with a game 
forcing hand, takeout doubler’s partner should use appropriate bids like cue bid or NT. 

 A responsive double over an opponent’s jump raise (preemptive bid), which requires a bid at four level is 
optional double. If your RHO has jump raised his partner’s opening bid in a minor suit to three level, you 
can also use another convention called BEKKEVOLD covered in July 2004 bulletin. 

The responsive double can also be used when your partner overcalls instead of a takeout double and RHO 
raises his partner’s suit. The following are some of the requirements or guidelines: 

 The responsive double again applies only when RHO raises opener’s suit. If RHO bids a new suit, then 
the double can be used as a Snap Dragon Double. 

 This responsive double generally imply 5-5 or at least 5-4 in the other two suits. 

 The responsive double tends to deny support for partner’s suit. 

.When you have 5-5 in unbid suits you may have a fit but no guarantee. Therefore, be careful. 

Competitive Double 
The Competitive Double is basically a take out double in competition. It asks partner to select the best suit 
for the partnership. When the opponents have bid and raised a suit the double is used for further competing 
by a player who has the necessary values but doesn’t know what action to take. 

A double of opponents’ raised suit is competitive when partner has bid, the doubler has bid on the previous 
round, but their side neither has bid notrump nor established a fit. The competitive double can be used by 
the opening side or intervening side and by both partners. e.g. 

- 1C-1H-1S-2H-Dbl   - 1D-1H-1S-2H-P-P-Dbl  - 1D-1H-1S-2C-2S-P-P-Dbl 
- 1C-1S-Dbl (negative)-2S-P-P-Dbl (competitive)   - 1C-P-1H-1S-P-2S-Dbl 

In responding to competitive double, generally the same principles apply as in take out double. Most of the 
bids are non-forcing or invitational. Cue-bid of the opponents suit is the only forcing bid. The partner of 
doubler should take into account passing and converting the double into penalty if a fit is not found or he 
thinks notrump contract is not the right one and he has decent holding in trump suit.

2010 Cavendish & WBP Pairs 
May 5-9, 2010 

The 2010 World Bridge Productions’ Cavendish 
invitational Pairs (36th edition), John Roberts Teams 
and World Bridge Productions Pairs (WBP) were held 
at Hotel Green Valley Ranch Resort, Las Vegas 
from 5th to 9th May 2010.  

2010 John Roberts Teams 
14 Teams participated in this 3-session event. 2 
sessions of the event were played on 5th May and the 
3rd and last session was played on 6th May. Each team 
played 9 matches (3 matches of 9 boards each in 3 
sessions with a scoring scale of 30-0 per match).  

At the end of 2 sessions on day One (after 6 
matches), Zimmermann team (Pierre Zimmermann, 
Franck Multon, Michel and Thomas Bessis, Geir 
Helgemo and Tor Helness) with 132 VPs was on top. 
Bathurst (Kevin Bathurst, Daniel Zagorin, Bart 
Bramley and Nikolay Demirev) with 123 VPs were 2nd 
placed. In third place, with 116 VPs was Diamond 
team (John Diamond, Brian Platnick, Zia Mahmood 
and Jeff Meckstroth).  On the 4th place were the ‘t. 
Onstein team of Sjoert Brink, Bas Drijver, Bauke 
Muller and Simon De Wijs with 110 VPs. Interestingly 
they were the only team to win 5 out of 6 matches. 
Their only loss was against the Zimmermann team by 
26-4, which is the score by which they were trailing 
from the top spot. 

The John Roberts Teams was won very 
impressively by Zimmermann team (Pierre 
Zimmermann, Franck Multon, Michel and Thomas 
Bessis, Geir Helgemo and Tor Helness) with 222 VPs 
and a prize money of US$38,130. Only 9 victory 
points ahead with three rounds to play, they won 
each of those matches by a blitz, 30-0 in victory 
points. In rounds seven and eight, they did not 
concede even one imp.  

Second, after a close tussle in the ninth and final 
round, was the Bathurst team (Kevin Bathurst, 
Daniel Zagorin, Bart Bramley and Nikolay Demirev). 
They finished with 157 VPs and a prize money of 
US$28,000. Third, 3 victory points behind with 154 
VPs was Diamond team (John Diamond, Brian 
Platnick, Zia Mahmood and Jeff Meckstroth), which 
pocketed US$19,770. The 4th place went to the ‘T 
Onstein team (Sjoert Brink, Bas Drijver, Bauke Muller 
and Simon De Wijs) with a score of 147 VPs. Their 
winnings were US$10,500. 

The Faigenbaum team (Albert Faigenbaum, 
Dominique Pilon, Marc Bompis, Jean-Christophe 
Quantin) won the third session overall which paid 
$10,000. 

 

The 36th Cavendish Invitational Pairs: 
46 top players from all over the world participated in 
the 5-session Cavendish invitational tournament. The 
auction for Cavendish was held on 6th evening. 
George Jacobs did a wonderful job at generating a 
sizeable auction pool of $853,500. 

The top-seeded pair were the defending champions, 
Bobby Levin and Steve Weinstein. They were sold for 
$62,000. The number-two seeds were Geir Helgemo 
and Tor Helness, who went for $49,000. The only 
other pair to go for more than $40,000 was Eric 
Greco and Geoff Hampson at $42,000.

Martin De Knijff and Frederic Wrang were the leaders 
at the end of session-1 as well as Session-2. Last 
year’s winners, Bobby Levin and Steve Weinstein, 
were in the 17th after the first session and second 
after the 2nd session. They were 653 imps behind the 
leaders (only about 30 “normal” imps because every 
result is imped 22 times). Michael Elinescu and 
Entscho Wladow did remarkably well moving up from 
21st position in the 1st session to 5th position at the 
end of 2nd session. 

On Day-2, the 2 pairs who went for the highest 
money in the auction to this pair event: Levin - 
Weinstein &  Helgemo – Helness were are at the top 
of the table with one session to go. The Norwegians 
(Helgemo – Helness) led the Americans (Levin – 
Weinstein) by 335 imps. De Knijff and Wrang from 
Sweden, who were leading for the first three 
sessions, were in third position 164 imps behind 
Levin and Weinstein.

With possibility of gaining 286 imps (If you bid and 
make a vulnerable small slam that everyone else 
misses, you gain 286 imps), it is possible to make up 
— and lose — a lot of ground very quickly and the 
last session was going to be real electrifying. 

The last session did not produce any serious 
setbacks, and finally for an amazing third time in four 
years, Steve Weinstein and Bobby Levin claimed 
the prestigious Cavendish Invitational Pairs. They 
were able to sustain the challenge put up by Tor 
Helness – Geir Helgemo, the leaders at the end of 4th 
session. This is Weinstein’s seventh win and Levin’s 
fourth win in the event.

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As the cards lie, declarer can make the contract falling 
the doubleton diamond queen or by end-playing East 
in hearts and forcing him to play the diamond. 

However, declarer cashed dummy’s diamond king, 
then led a diamond toward his hand. The question 
was whether West had begun with 3=2=4=4 
distribution and East with 3=4=2=4? Deciding that 
they had, North finessed his diamond jack and lost the 
last two tricks for down two. 

At the other table, Marc Jacobus (West) led a diamond 
against six notrump by South, and declarer also 
misguessed to go down one, giving Seymon Deutsch’s 
squad 2 imps.

It is interesting that the Norwegians prefer a splinter 
bid to a four-club fit-showing jump, which would be 
the choice of many top American pairs. Against five 
hearts, the defense took the first three tricks. 
 
Against five spades, North led the club jack: king, ace, 
three. Now South erred, returning a low club. Franck 
Multon discarded his heart loser and could no longer 
be defeated. Minus 50 and plus 450 gave 
Zimmermann 9 imps on the board.

He had 
numerous chances for a twelfth. 

He took the first trick with his king and led the club 
king, West taking his ace and returning a heart, 
covered by the nine and jack. 

Levin played a heart to his queen, cashed the club 
queen, discarding a diamond from the dummy, and 
ran the spades to reach this position:

On the last spade, West threw a diamond perforce, 
and North and East pitched clubs.

West leads the diamond ace and continues with a low 
diamond to dummy’s jack. When you call for the heart 
jack, East wins with his ace and shifts to the club ten. 
How would you continue? 

After the diamond ace, a diamond to dummy’s jack, 
the heart jack to East’s ace, and the club-ten shift, it 
looks too dangerous to take the club finesse. If it 
loses, you will concede (at least) one spade, one club 
and three diamonds. And you could well have nine top 
tricks via four spades, three hearts, one diamond and 
one club. 

At least, that is what declarer thought. He won with 
his club ace and could no longer make the contract. 

Who found that great club shift? Geoff Hampson. He 
knew declarer had the ace-jack of clubs for his three-
club rebid, so things were desperate. 

At the other table, East returned a diamond. But after 
West took his two tricks, declarer was able to try the 
spades and, when they did not break 3-3, fall back on 
the club finesse. (No doubt West wished he had led 
the diamond ten at trick two. Then East could have 
won the fourth round of diamonds and led a club. But 
that play could have been very silly.) 

This must be a candidate for the Defense of the Year 
award from the International Bridge Press Association.

Helgemo started with a four-diamond splinter bid. 
Then, after Helness, unable to visualize a slam 
opposite a passed partner, signed off in four hearts, 
Helgemo was still there, control-bidding four spades. 
Now judging matters well, Helness jumped to six 
hearts. 

As you can see, the play was not taxing, and it was 
another 13 imps to Zimmermann. There was another 
pair who got to six hearts. Kevin Bathurst and Daniel 
Zagorin got there in a similar fashion to Geir Helgemo 
and Tor Helness. 

This was another Round 6 (Session-2) deal, nicely 
played by Peter Fredin.

West was not sure what to do on the second round 
due to the drawback of an irregular partnership. He 
did not like the idea of rebidding two hearts, so he 
shut his eyes and bid what he thought he could make. 
East, expecting a much stronger hand, immediately 
emptied his bidding box — real bridge players don’t 
need Blackwood (or Super Gerber). 

North led the spade jack, Rusinow. Declarer won with 
dummy’s king and immediately started on the clubs, 
getting the good news. Now L’Ecuyer wanted to make 
13 tricks without having to guess the location of the 
heart queen. He planned a double squeeze. 

He finished the clubs, discarding two spades and the 
diamond seven from the dummy. Both defenders 
threw a diamond and a spade. Now West played off 
dummy’s top diamonds, pitching hearts from his 
hand. After two of them, this was the position:

On the diamond queen, declarer discarded his heart 
ten. North had to retain two spades, so had to throw a 
heart. Now declarer had three heart tricks. Plus 2220 
was worth 291 imps.  
Steve Garner and Zia Mahmood made seven clubs for 
267 imps. But the luckiest players were Mike Kamil 
and Mike Moss. Their opponents reached seven clubs, 
and declarer’s play of the trump suit was low to the 
ten on the first round. He lost a heart trick later to go 
down two. Plus 200 was worth 365 imps, while minus 
2140 would have lost 280 imps — a small matter of 
645 imps riding on declarer’s play.

If you play in six diamonds by North, let’s say East 
leads a club. You can win and cash the two top 
trumps, getting the bad news. Then, you play three 
rounds of spades, ruffing the last, and further two 
rounds of clubs, ruffing the third club. You next lead 
your last spade. It cannot help East to ruff, so he 
discards a heart. But after trumping, you ruff 
dummy’s last club and, even if he does not overruff, 
you exit with a trump to endplay East to lead away 
from his heart king. 

It is also interesting if East began with 3=3=3=4 
distribution. You could guess that and ruff South’s 
two low clubs. But even if you do not do that, you 
reach this position:

When you lead the spade nine, what can East do? 
Nothing! If he ruffs, you discard dummy’s last club. If 
he throws the club queen, you ruff, then pitch a heart 
on the established club nine. And if he parts with a 
heart, you trump, ruff the last club, and exit with a 
trump. 

You need to guess the trump suit only if you play in 
six diamonds by South and West leads a heart.  

Two declarers made six diamonds by endplaying East: 
Bjorn Fallenius and Simon De Wijs. 

If you bid ‘em up, play ‘em up. That was the 
mantra for Nick L’Ecuyer and Jim Krekorian on this 
deal from the fourth session of Cavendish Pairs.
